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Proseminar: Building states, nations or peace – justifying intervention or taking responsibility? (IB) 
HS 1222 – Fr 8-10 
 
International intervention in so-called fragile states is frequently motivated by a ‘liberal peace’ 
rationale that largely ignores interests and agency at the local and national level of target countries, 
producing resistance and problems of implementation. Inconsistent strategies may derive from 
diverging priorities among external interveners (e.g. ‘security first’ versus ‘elections first’ versus 
‘institutions first’), but also translate uncertainties about what can be achieved or supported from 
outside: a process of state-building, nation-building or peacebuilding. Fundamental differences 
between those notions persist despite large overlaps in daily practice. The seminar will engage with 
the inconsistent use of this terminology, broad strategies of major international players, local 
expectations and processes of adaptation. General literature used for this course ranges from 
supporters of the liberal peace paradigm to representatives of ‘critical studies’ towards intervention.

Hauptseminar: Probleme des Regierens in Afrika (Vergleich) 
ABI – Fr 12-14 
 
Das Seminar gibt einen einführenden Einblick in - ideelle, materielle, historische, institutionelle und 
außenpolitische - Voraussetzungen für „gute Regierungsführung“ in Afrika südlich der Sahara. Das 
Seminar hat zwei Zielsetzungen: 1. Beitrag zur Differenzierung zwischen divergierenden Erfahrungen 
innerhalb Afrikas, 2. Veranschaulichung ähnlicher oder abweichender Mechanismen unterschiedlich 
konzipierter Institutionen. Dabei wird hinterfragt, wie selbstverständlich es sein kann, normative 
Setzungen als universal gültig anzusehen und Übertragungen aus dem europäisch-amerikanischen 
Raum auf Afrika vorzunehmen. Das Seminar wird Regierungssysteme, Wahlsysteme, Parteisysteme 
und territoriale Ordnung (Föderalismus versus unitarischer Staat) in Afrika beleuchten und sich mit 
‚Governance‘ in ausgewählten Sektoren beschäftigen.

Proseminar: Politics of the Middle East (Vergleich) 
ABI – Thu 10-12 
 
This course provides an introduction to the politics of the Middle East. We will discuss central 
economic, social and political changes that have affected the Middle East in the 20th and 21st century. 
Initially, we will familiarize ourselves with conceptual debates, key economic and cultural dynamics, 
as well as the region’s colonial legacies. We will then discuss various transformation processes that 
have affected the entire region (fight for independence, processes of economic liberalization, politics 
from below), before focusing in more depth on select country case studies (state collapse and 
reconstruction in Lebanon; rentier state theory and Saudi-Arabia; external intervention and 
authoritarian reinforcement in Jordan; religion, nationalism and state formation in Israel; politics of 
occupation and statehood in Palestine; virtuous war and performative violence in Syria).

Hauptseminar: Migration and asylum policies in Australia and their impacts in the Asia-Pacific 
region: deterrence, externalisation and exclusion (IB) 
ABI – Mon 16-18 
 
All around the globe migration has become a core concern for International Relations. In this unit, we 
will shed light on recent developments in Australia’s migration and asylum policies and the impacts 
they have had on the wider Asia-Pacific region in order to critically analyse governance challenges 
and responses posed by irregular(ised) labour migration and spontaneous flows of refugees and 
asylum seekers. While considering historical developments that are specific to Australia (e.g. White 
Australia Policy) we will embed our discussions in the wider debates on forced migration, 
sovereignty, nationalism, border control and securitisation, humanitarianism and human rights. By 
studying political key events in Australia (e.g. Tampa Affair, Pacific Solution I and II) through an 
interdisciplinary lens, students will undertake a thorough critique of the theory and practice of 
governance across these areas and discuss how to better protect the human rights of migrants, 
asylum seekers and refugees.
